Today we celebrate the resurrection of Jesus Christ. The resurrection marks Jesus’ victory
over death. Death came into the world as a consequence of sin. The apostle Paul tells us that all have
sinned and fallen short of the glory of God (Rm. 3:23).

In the court of divine justice, the human race stood guilty; guilty of ingratitude, idolatry, wick-
edness, sin and evil. The sentence was death.

Jesus rose from his heavenly throne, took off his royal crown, and said "I will take their place. I will
pay for their guilt. I will die for them.”

Like two heavyweight boxers Jesus and death squared off. Of course Jesus was the underdog. The
odds were against him. No one thought he even had the slightest chance of winning, for no one in history
had ever defeated death.

As the battle began, this prediction seemed to be coming through. Jesus was knocked down and out
several times, but he kept getting back up; in some instances barely making it. Everyone had lost any hope
of him winning. Even his apostles who lived with him, ate with him, walk and worked with him for three
years gave up every hope and went back to their former way of life.

They had thought he would save them from the occupying Roman Empire. They thought he would
build their nation into a mighty kingdom. They thought he was the one, and now everything was lost. They
felt emptiness inside and around them. There was no future, nothing to look forward to.

Jesus hung in there. Then all of a sudden it seemed a light lit up inside him. He began to come back
to life. He began to regain his strength. He had taken all death could give. One could hear him say to death,
“Is this all you've got? Is this your best shot? Is that all you can do? Where, O death, are your plagues?
Where, O death is your sting?”

As John Chrysostom (400 AD) suggested death was in an uproar. Death was in an uproar because it
had been defeated. Death took a body and discovered God. It took earth and discovered heaven. It took
what it saw and was annihilated by what it did not see.

Rejoice, heavenly powers! Sing choirs of angels! Rejoice, O earth, shining in splendor! Rejoice, O
mother Church, glory fills us. Rejoice O hosts of heaven for death is swallowed up in victory. Where O death
is your victory? Where O death is your sting?

EASTER SUNDAY

Alleluia! Easter is here at last! All the days of Lenten dis-
cipline and the sadness of Good Friday are over and we
are here to rejoice. The readings remind us that we have
a lot to rejoice about: the life of Jesus, his death and res-
urrection, and his promise to us. The psalm describes the
stone, Jesus, who was rejected and who has become the
very foundation of our faith. But it is John who tells the
story of those first moments of uncertainty, fear, and
excitement experienced by Mary of Magdala and two dis-
ciples, John and Simon Peter, when they discover that
their beloved Jesus is not where they had buried him.
Even though they do not understand the full meaning of
his absence, they still believe.

Do they understand it all? Do we understand it? No. Not
even Jesus' closest friends knew what to make of his ab-
sence. But this absence, the absence of his body, does
not feel like the loss we experienced on Friday as we re-
called his painful, agonizing death. Then we felt loss and
fear and a profound emptiness. But his absence today
fills us with hope and joy and a peace we only feel when
the one we thought was lost is found again. We believe
even without understanding because we experience not
just his death but his whole life, a life that, as the disci-
ples and we will soon realize, is transformed. We can be-
lieve that what Jesus said is true. Every word he spoke
about his life and death, about his love for us and for the
Father, every transformation of water to wine, every cur-
ing of the sick of body and soul, every day spent in the
company of outcasts and the poor, every word of comfort
and challenge, all of it is true because not even death
itself could hold our beloved friend within a tomb.
