CHILDREN OF THE LIGHT

The future king, David, in today's first reading, is an example of a type of character present throughout the Hebrew
scriptures. He is the child born out of place (not the eldest or most favored) who ends up receiving the promise of the
covenant. The spirit of God's anointing rushes upon him. In this way, he is similar to the man born blind from today's
Gospel. David's family and the blind man's community did not expect the miraculous grace of God's love to work
through them. Perhaps they, too, were "blinded" by the expectations and assumptions of those around them. Yet, after
being touched by God, they both came to "see" the presence of God's will for them. Both became messengers of God's
will. That same Spirit of God's anointing rushed upon us at our baptism; we were given a candle as a sign of our mem-
bership in the Body of Christ, the Light from Light. Our vocation, then, is to fulfill that enlightenment, that anointing, as
Ephesians tells us, by living as "children of the light."

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A Message

from the
Pastor

Not as man sees does God see, because man sees the appearance but the Lord looks into the heart.

God sent Samuel to Jesse’s house to anoint one of Jesse’s eight sons as the king of Israel. God’s choice
was David. Our second reading today tells us that God does not see as man sees for man looks at the appear-
ance but the Lord looks into the heart. When God looked into David’s heart what did God see? From those
Psalms written by David, here are some qualities God must have seen in David’s heart.

David depended on God. In Psalm 16: 5 David claimed the Lord as his wealth, prosperity, and inher-
itance. “LORD, my allotted portion and my cup, you have made my destiny secure,” said David. When David
was surrounded by enemies he was overwhelmed by their number. When he turned his eyes from his enemies
to God that action changed his outlook. “But you, LORD, are a shield around me; my glory,” he said, “you keep
my head high” (Ps. 3:4).

David believed in God’s protection. He was confident he was in God’s arms, “Like a weaned child on its
mother’s lap, so is my soul within me” (Ps. 131:2). David spent many nights in the fields exposed to wild beasts
while shepherding his father’s flock. In spite of the dangers of shepherding, David was able to sleep secured
knowing the LORD was his shepherd. “In peace | shall both lie down and sleep, for you alone, LORD, make me
secure” (Ps. 4:9).

David’s experience as a shepherd enabled him to depend on God and be convinced of God’s faithful-
ness. In Psalm 13, when David was ill, he asked the LORD, “How long, LORD? Will you utterly forget me? How
long will you hide your face from me? How long must | carry sorrow in my soul, grief in my heart day after day?”
In the midst of his sorrow, in verse 6, David exclaimed to God, “I trust in your faithfulness.”

Another great quality God must have seen in David’s heart was David’s genuine desire to do God’s will.
David subjected his will to the will of God. God was truly David’s LORD and David was truly God’s servant. “To
do your will is my delight; my God, your law is in my heart!” (Ps. 40:9).

David yearned for the LORD: “O God, you are my God—for you I long! For you my body yearns; for you
my soul thirsts, like a land parched, lifeless, and without water” (Ps. 63:1). Having said that, this does not mean
David was perfect. He had his faults and sins. David committed adultery and murder. David, however, was very
repentant as shown in Psalm 51.

Finally, David had a grateful heart. David looked back at his life and remembered how the LORD saved
him from the king of Gath he proclaimed, “I sought the LORD, who answered me, delivered me from all my
fears” (Ps. 34:5). David called to mind how the Lord took him from shepherding flock to shepherding the children
of Israel and David wrote Psalm 23, “The LORD is my shepherd.” In Psalm 138:1-3, David thanked the LORD
with all his heart and sang God'’s praises for when he cried out, the LORD answered and strengthened his spirit.
Lastly, David examined how intimate God had been to him, God knew him through and through. He recalled, “...
you knit me in my mother's womb.” Then David exclaimed to God, “I praise you, so wonderfully you made
me;” (139:13-14).

God looked into David’s heart and saw a heart dependent and trusting in God, God saw a heart sincerely
desiring to do God’s will, a heart yearning for God, and a grateful heart. When God looks into our hearts what
does God see?
